APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 
 

1. Must include a short essay explaining why your educational goal is to earn a teaching 
degree (500 words or less) 

 
2. Must include one letter of recommendation from a high school teacher 
 
3. Must enclose a complete copy of your high school transcript that includes first semester 

senior year, class rank, and GPA 
 
4. Must submit completed application with all materials and transcripts to the Modesto 

Teachers Association by 4:00 PM on Tuesday, March 31, 2026 
 
RECIPIENT REQUIREMENTS 
 

1. A scholarship winner may attend any college or university of his or her choice including a 
junior college but must be enrolled in a full-time program that leads to a teaching degree 

 
2. The scholarship award will be presented to the winner upon receipt of proof of 

registration 
 
SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS CRITERIA 
 

1. Scholastic accomplishment during high school 
 
2. Personal characteristics 

 
SCHOLARSHIP AMOUNT 
 

$1,000.00 — One scholarship per comprehensive high school with a qualified applicant, plus 
up to two Special Recognition scholarships if deemed appropriate 

 
BASIS FOR MAKING AWARDS 
 

Applicants will be judged on the basis of overall school record and application information 
Incomplete applications will not be considered
